BENE - well, good
Words that begin with BENE always describe something good – an action, a result, or an attitude.

Benediction ( ben uh dik’ shun) [BENE=good + DICT=to speak] Noun. A speech of good wishes; a blessing. After the benediction, the congregation filed out.
Benefactor (ben uh fak’ tur) [BENE=good + FAC=to do] Noun. One who does something good; one who gives help or provides financial assistance. The college owed much gratitude to its generous benefactor.
Beneficence (buh nef’ uh suns) [BENE=good + FAC= to do] Noun. The doing of good; kindness; charity. The scholarships were funded through the beneficence of the alumni.
Beneficial  (ben uh fisf’ ul) [BENE=well + FAC=to do] Adjective. Producing benefits; advantageous. The vitamins were beneficial to the health of the anemic boy.
Beneficiary (ben uh fish’ e er e) [BENE=good + FAC= to do] Noun. A person who receives benefits, as from a will or an insurance policy. My sister is the beneficiary of my life insurance policy; she will receive the remaining money after my remains have been buried.
Benefit (ben’ uh fit) [BENE=well + FAC= to do] Noun. Anything that promotes well-being; a payment to one in need. She received considerable benefits from her exercise program.
Benevolence (buh nev’uh luns) [BENE=well + VOL=towish] Noun. An inclination to do good; a kindly or charitable act. The benevolence of the community was shown to the victims of the apartment fire.
Benevolent (buh nev’ uh lunt) [BENE=well + VOL=to wish] Adjective. Wishing someone well; inclined to do good. The teacher had a benevolent attitude towards her students, giving them nights off without homework occasionally.
Benign (bi nīn) Adjective. Harmless; having a kindly (good) attitude or disposition. The parents looked upon the capers of their son with benign tolerance. ALSO: in medicine, mild in character; not malignant. The growth proved to be benign rather than malignant.
